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Two Unknown Suspects Sought for Pedestrian Robbery;

Surveillance Camera Captures Picture of Suspects
Up to $1,000 Reward Offered

San Diego County Crime Stoppers and Investigators from the San Diego Police
Department’s Central Division are asking for assistance from the public to identify two
unknown suspects wanted for a robbery near the trolley station at 500 Park Blvd.

Investigators said on January 11, 2011, at approximately 12:48 P.M., the male victim
was on the trolley near 500 Park Boulevard at the Trolley Station. Two unknown male
suspects, who were also on the trolley, approached the victim and demanded the
victim’s money. The victim refused to give up his money and all three parties exited
the Trolley at the 500 Park Boulevard Trolley Stop. Once off the trolley, both suspects
attacked the victim, eventually taking the victim’s I-phone and cash. The suspects
were last seen running from the trolley stop. Several nearby surveillance cameras
captured the attack and robbery on video. Copies of the videos are available today at
the SDPD Headquarters Broadway side front counter.

Suspect Descriptions:

Suspect #1: Black male, 18-20 years-old, 5'9-5'10 tall, 140-160 Ibs., thin build, very
dark skin, wore a black doo rag, blue shiny jacket with possible words (Rucker) on the
back, beige long sleeve shirt, and blue jeans.

Suspect #2: Black male, 18-20 years old, 5'10-5'11 tall, 170-180 Ibs, normal to
muscular build, and wore a black baseball cap, dark shirt and dark jeans.
