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Suspect Identified/Sought in  
Marijuana Dispensary Armed Robbery

San Diego County Crime Stoppers and detectives from the San Diego Police 
Department’s Robbery Unit are asking for assistance from the public in locating a 
suspect wanted for the robbery of a local marijuana dispensary.   
 
Detectives said on July 6, 2010, at approximately 11:35 A.M., approximately four or 
five unknown male suspects robbed the Supercanna marijuana dispensary located at 
3200 Adams Avenue in San Diego.  At least one of the suspects was armed during the 
robbery.  The suspects fled the scene on foot with an undisclosed amount of marijuana 
and a 12 gauge shotgun taken from the dispensary. Detectives have now identified 
one of the suspects as 21-year-old Edgar Alejandro Martinez. Martinez is considered 
armed and dangerous and is known to frequent the area of National City.  A picture of 
Alejandro Martinez is attached to page two of this release.   
 
 Suspect Description: Alejandro Martinez is a 21-year-old Hispanic male, 
approximately 5”11” tall and about 230 pounds.  Martinez has brown hair and green 
eyes.   
 
Detectives are asking anyone with information on the location of this suspect to call 
the Crime Stoppers anonymous tip line at (888) 580-8477.
