This Week’s Fugitive: Israel Cabrera Jimenez is wanted by the San
Diego Regional Fugitive Task Force on a $100,000 bail felony warrant for
459 PC; burglary. He also has a $5,000 misdemeanor warrant for being in
possession of a switchblade knife [653(k) PC].

Fugitive Description: Israel Cabrera Jimenez is a 20-year-old Hispanic
male with black hair and brown eyes. He is 5’11 tall and weighs about
300 Ibs.
